A country once written off as a failed state, Mozambique is currently led by
the Honorable Luisa Diogo, who has helped this African nation to post superior eco-
nomic growth rates in her prior role as Minister of Finance as well as in her current role
as Prime Minister. Diogo has also made her mark as an anti-poverty and health advo-
cate, notably waging a battle to stop the HIV/AIDS epidemic affecting Mozambique,
where 16% of the country’s 20 million citizens have contracted the disease, costing the
nation 1% of its GDP each year. Diogo focuses as well on gender equality and women’s
empowerment through a recently launched “Network of Women Ministers and Parlia-
mentarians,” which organizes current and former government members. She has been
singled out by the World Bank for her efforts in poverty reduction and also has helped to
map out a vision of how the poorest nations can unleash entrepreneurship and to mobi-
lize the private sector to meet development challenges. TIME magazine honored her a
few years ago by including her in its list of 100 influential people in the world.
